6. No entries will be accepted by email. Each entrant must submit 2 x bound
copies of their play with numbered pages, written on one side only of A4
paper.

7. Entrants may submit more than one play.

8. Each entry must be the author’s own work. It must not be an adaptation of
anyone else’s previously published or performed work. We advise that you
check copyright if quoting a previously published work.

9. This competition is for ‘new’ plays: in other words, they must not have won
any previous award; not been published; not have been presented to a public
audience in any form e.g. production or reading; and no workshopping of this
new work by a recognised theatre group.
